Safety Notes

General Power Tool Safety Warnings

WARNING Read all safety warnings
and all instructions.

Failure to follow the warnings and instructions

may result in electric shock, fire and/or seri-

ous injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for

future reference. The term “power tool” in

the warnings refers to your mains- operated

(corded) power tool or battery-operated (cord-

less) power tool.

Work area safety

» Keep work area clean and well lit. Clut-
tered or dark areas invite accidents.

» Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence
of flammable liquids, gases or dust.
Power tools create sparks which may ig-
nite the dust or fumes.

» Keep children and bystanders away
while operating a power tool. Distrac-
tions can cause you to lose control.

Electrical safety

» Power tool plugs must match the outlet.
Never modify the plug in any way. Do
not use any adapter plugs with earthed
(grounded) power tools. Unmodified
plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk
of electric shock.

» Avoid body contact with earthed or
grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radi-
ators, ranges and refrigerators. There is
an increased risk of electric shock if your
body is earthed or grounded.

» Do not expose power tools to rain or
wet conditions. Water entering a power
tool will increase the risk of electric shock.

» Do not abuse the cord. Never use the
cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging
the power tool. Keep cord away from
heat, oil, sharp edges and moving parts.
Damaged or entangled cords increase the
risk of electric shock.

» When operating a power tool outdoors,
use an extension cord suitable for out-
door use. Use of a cord suitable for out-
door use reduces the risk of electric shock.

» If operating a power tool in a damp
location is unavoidable, use a residual
current device (RCD) protected supply.
Use of an RCD reduces the risk of electric
shock.

Personal safety

» Stay alert, watch what you are doing

and use common sense when operating
a power tool. Do not use a power tool
while you are tired or under the influ-
ence of drugs, alcohol or medication.
A moment of inattention while operating
power tools may result in serious personal
injury.

» Use personal protective equipment.
Always wear eye protection. Protective
equipment such as dust mask, nonskid
safety shoes, hard hat, or hearing protec-
tion used for appropriate conditions will
reduce personal injuries.

» Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure
the switch is in the off-position before
connecting to power source and/or
battery pack, picking up or carrying the
tool. Carrying power tools with your finger
on the switch or energising power tools
that have the switch on invites accidents.

» Remove any adjusting key or wrench
before turning the power tool on. A
wrench or a key left attached to a rotating
part of the power tool may result in person-
al injury.

» Do not overreach. Keep proper footing
and balance at all times. This enables
better control of the power tool in unex-
pected situations.

» Dress properly. Do not wear loose
clothing or jewellery. Keep your hair,
clothing and gloves away from moving
parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or long hair
can be caught in moving parts.

» If devices are provided for the connec-
tion of dust extraction and collection
facilities, ensure these are connected
and properly used. Use of dust collection
can reduce dust-related hazards.

Power tool use and care

» Do not force the power tool. Use the
correct power tool for your application.
The correct power tool will do the job bet-
ter and safer at the rate for which it was
designed.

» Do not use the power tool if the switch
does not turn it on and off. Any power
tool that cannot be controlled with the
switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

» Disconnect the plug from the power
source and/or the battery pack from the
power tool before making any adjust-
ments, changing accessories, or stor-
ing power tools. Such preventive safety
measures reduce the risk of starting the
power tool accidentally.
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» Store idle power tools out of the reach
of children and do not allow persons
unfamiliar with the power tool or these
instructions to operate the power tool.
Power tools are dangerous in the hands of
untrained users.
Maintain power tools. Check for mis-
alignment or binding of moving parts,
breakage of parts and any other con-
dition that may affect the power tool’s
operation. If damaged, have the power
tool repaired before use. Many accidents
are caused by poorly maintained power
tools.
Keep cutting tools sharp and clean.
Properly maintained cutting tools with
sharp cutting edges are less likely to bind
and are easier to control.
Use the power tool, accessories and
tool bits etc. in accordance with these
instructions, taking into account the
working conditions and the work to be
performed. Use of the power tool for oper-
ations different from those intended could
result in a hazardous situation.
Battery tool use and care
» Recharge only with the charger speci-
fied by the manufacturer. A charger that
is suitable for one type of battery pack may
create a risk of fire when used with anoth-
er battery pack.
Use power tools only with specifically
designated battery packs. Use of any
other battery packs may create a risk of
injury and fire.
When battery pack is not in use, keep
it away from other metal objects, like
paper clips, coins, keys, nails, screws
or other small metal objects, that can
make a connection from one terminal
to another. Shorting the battery terminals
together may cause burns or a fire.
Under abusive conditions, liquid may
be ejected from the battery; avoid con-
tact. If contact accidentally occurs,
flush with water. If liquid contacts eyes,
additionally seek medical help. Liquid
ejected from the battery may cause irrita-
tion or burns.
Service
» Have your power tool serviced by a
qualified repair person using only iden-
tical replacement parts. This will ensure
that the safety of the power tool is main-
tained.
» Never service damaged battery packs.

Service of battery packs should only be
performed by the manufacturer or autho-
rized service providers.
Safety instructions for circular
saws
Cutting procedures
» AADANGER: Keep hands away from
cutting area and the blade. Keep your
second hand on auxiliary handle, or
motor housing. If both hands are holding
the saw, they cannot be cut by the blade.
Do not reach underneath the workpiece.
The guard cannot protect you from the
blade below the workpiece.
Adjust the cutting depth to the thick-
ness of the work- piece. Less than a full
tooth of the blade teeth should be visible
below the workpiece.
Never hold the workpiece in your hands
or across your leg while cutting. Secure
the workpiece to a stable platform. It is
important to support the work properly to
minimise body exposure, blade binding, or
loss of control.
Hold the power tool by insulated grip-
ping surfaces, when performing an op-
eration where the cutting tool may con-
tact hidden wiring. Contact with a “live”
wire will also make exposed metal parts
of the power tool “live” and could give the
operator an electric shock.
When ripping always use a rip fence or
straight edge guide. This improves the
accuracy of cut and reduces the chance of
blade binding.
Always use blades with correct size
and shape (diamond versus round) of
arbour holes. Blades that do not match
the mounting hardware of the saw will run
off- centre, causing loss of control.
Never use damaged or incorrect blade
washers or bolt. The blade washers and
bolt were specially designed for your saw,
for optimum performance and safety of op-
eration.
Kickback causes and related warnings
- kickback is a sudden reaction to a pinched,
jammed or misaligned saw blade, causing an
uncontrolled saw to lift up and out of the work-
piece toward the operator;
- when the blade is pinched or jammed tightly
by the kerf closing down, the blade stalls and
the motor reaction drives the unit rapidly back
toward the operator;
- if the blade becomes twisted or misaligned
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in the cut, the teeth at the back edge of the

blade can dig into the top surface of the wood

causing the blade to climb out of the kerf and
jump back toward the operator.

Kickback is the result of saw misuse and/or

incorrect operating procedures or conditions

and can be avoided by taking proper precau-
tions as given below.

» Maintain a firm grip with both hands
on the saw and position your arms to
resist kickback forces. Position your
body to either side of the blade, but not in
line with the blade. Kickback could cause
the saw to jump backwards, but kickback
forces can be controlled by the operator, if
proper precautions are taken.

» When blade is binding, or when inter-
rupting a cut for any reason, release the
trigger and hold the saw motionless in
the material until the blade comes to a
com-plete stop. Never attempt to remove
the saw from the work or pull the saw
backward while the blade is in motion or
kickback may occur. Investigate and take
corrective actions to eliminate the cause of
blade binding.

» When restarting a saw in the workpiece,
centre the saw blade in the kerf so that
the saw teeth are not engaged into the
material. If a saw blade binds, it may walk
up or kickback from the workpiece as the
saw is restarted.

» Support large panels to minimise the
risk of blade pinching and kickback.
Large panels tend to sag under their own
weight. Supports must be placed under the
panel on both sides, near the line of cut
and near the edge of the panel.

» Do not use dull or damaged blades.
Unsharpened or improperly set blades
produce narrow kerf causing excessive
friction, blade binding and kickback.

» Blade depth and bevel adjusting lock-
ing levers must be tight and secure be-
fore making the cut. If blade adjustment
shifts while cutting, it may cause binding
and kickback.

> Use extra caution when sawing into
existing walls or other blind areas. The
protruding blade may cut objects that can
cause kickback.

Lower guard function

» Check the lower guard for proper clos-
ing before each use. Do not operate the
saw if the lower guard does not move
freely and close instantly. Never clamp

or tie the lower guard into the open posi-
tion.If the saw is accidentally dropped, the
lower guard may be bent. Raise the lower
guard with the retracting handle and make
sure it moves freely and does not touch
the blade or any other part, in all angles
and depths of cut.

» Check the operation of the lower guard
spring. If the guard and the spring are
not operating properly, they must be
serviced before use. Lower guard may
operate sluggishly due to damaged parts,
gummy deposits, or a build-up of debris.

» The lower guard may be retracted
manually only for special cuts such as
“plunge cuts” and “compound cuts”.
Raise the lower guard by the retracting
handle and as soon as the blade enters
the material, the lower guard must be
released.For all other sawing, the lower
guard should operate automatically.

» Always observe that the lower guard is
covering the blade before placing the
saw down on bench or floor.An unpro-
tected, coasting blade will cause the saw
to walk backwards, cutting whatever is in
its path. Be aware of the time it takes for
the blade to stop after switch is released.

Additional safety warnings

» Do not allow the chip ejector to come
into contact with your hands. You may
be injured by rotating parts.

» Do not use the saw above the level of
your head. Doing so will mean you have
inadequate control of the power tool.

» Use suitable detectors to determine if
there are hidden supply lines or contact
the local utility company for assistance.
Contact with electric cables can cause fire
and electric shock. Damaging gas lines
can lead to explosion. Breaking water
pipes causes property damage.

» Do not operate the power tool when
stationary . It is not suitable for operation
with a saw table.

» When performing plunge cuts which are
not rightangled, secure the guide plate
of the saw so that it will not shift side-
ways.In the event of a sideways shift, the
saw blade may become jammed, which
could lead to kickback.

» Do not use HSS saw blades. Such saw
blades can easily break.

» Do not saw any ferrous metals. Hot
chips may ignite the dust extractor.

» In case of damage and improper use
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of the battery, vapours may be emitted.
Ensure the area is well-ventilated and seek
medical attention should you experience
any adverse effects. The vapours may irri-
tate the respiratory system.

» Do not open the battery. There is a risk
of short-circuiting.

» The battery can be damaged by pointed
objects such as nails or screwdrivers or
by force applied externally. An internal
short circuit may occur, causing the battery
to burn, smoke, explode or overheat.

» Only use the battery with products from
the manufacturer. This is the only way in
which you can protect the battery against
dangerous overload.

Protect the battery against heat, e.g.

against continuous intense sunlight, fire,
water and moisture. There is a risk of ex-
plosmn

» Always wait until the power tool has
come to a complete stop before placing
it down. The application tool can jam and
cause you to lose control of the power tool.

» Hold the power tool firmly with both
hands and make sure you have a stable
footing. The power tool can be more se-
curely guided with both hands.

Fitting

» Only use saw blades the maximum
permitted speed of which is higher than
the no-load speed of the power tool.

Charging the Battery

» Use only the chargers listed on the
accessories page. Only these chargers
are matched to the lithium-ion battery of
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your power tool.

Note: The battery is supplied partially

charged. To ensure full battery capacity, fully

charge the battery in the charger before using
your power tool for the first time.

The lithium-ion battery can be charged at

any time without reducing its service life.

Interrupting the charging process does not

damage the battery.

The lithium-ion battery is protected against

deep discharge by the “Electronic Cell

Protection (ECP)”. When the battery is

discharged, the power tool is switched off by

means of a protective circuit: The application
tool no longer rotates.

» Do not continue to press the On/Off
switch after the power tool has auto-
matically switched off. The battery can
be damaged.

Follow the instructions on correct disposal.

Removing the battery

The battery is equipped with two locking

levels to prevent the battery from falling out if

the battery release button

is pressed unintentionally. As long as the

battery is inserted in the power tool, it is held

in position by means of a spring.

To remove the battery, press the release

button and pull the battery to the rear and out

of the power tool. Do not use force to do this.

Battery level indication (see figure E)

The three green LEDs of the battery charge

indicator indicate the state of charge of the

battery. For safety reasons, it is only possible
to check the state of charge when the power
tool is at a standstill.

Press the button to show the state of charge.

This is also possible when the battery is re-

moved.

Inserting/changing the circular saw

blade

» Remove the battery from the power
tool before carrying out work on the
power tool (e.g. maintenance, changing
tool, etc.). The battery should also be re-
moved for transport and storage. There is
risk of injury from unintentionally pressing
the on/off switch.

» Wear protective gloves when fitting the
saw blade.Danger of injury when touching

the saw blade.

» Only use saw blades that match the
specifications given in this operating
manual.

» The permitted speed of the application
tool must be at least equal to the maxi-
mum speed marked on the power tool.
If accessories run faster than their rated
speed, they may break and fly off.

» Do not use abrasive wheels as the ap-
plication tool under any circumstances.

Removing the saw blade (see figure A)

To change tools, we recommend that you

place the power tool down on the front side of

the motor housing.

— Press and hold the spindle lock button.

» Do not press the spindle lock button
while the saw spindle is moving. The
power tool may become damaged if this
happens.

— Use the hex key to undo the clamping bolt

in rotational direction.

— Swing the retracting blade guard back and

hold on to it firmly.

— Remove the clamping flange and the saw

blade from the saw spindle.

Fitting the saw blade (see figure A)

To change tools, we recommend that you

place the power tool down on the front side of

the motor housing.

— Clean the saw blade and all the clamping

elements to be fitted.

— Swing the retracting blade guard back and

hold on to it firmly.

— Place the saw blade on the mounting flange

. The cutting direction of the teeth (direction of

the arrow on the saw blade) must match the

rotational direction of the arrow on the retract-
ing blade guard.

— Attach the clamping flange and screw in the

clamping bolt in rotational direction. Ensure

that the mounting flange and clamping flange
are installed in the correct position.

— Press and hold the spindle lock button.

— Use the hex key to tighten the clamping bolt

in rotational direction. The tightening torque

should be 6-9 Nm.

Dust/chip extraction

The dust from materials such as lead paint,
some types of wood, minerals and metal
can be harmful to human health. Touching or
breathing in this dust can trigger allergic reac-
tions and/or cause respiratory illnesses in the
user or in people in the near vicinity.

Certain dusts, such as oak or beech dust,
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are classified as carcinogenic, especially in

conjunction with wood treatment additives

(chromate, wood preservative). Materials con-

taining asbestos may only be machined by

specialists.

—Use a dust extraction system that is suitable

for the material wherever possible.

—Provide good ventilation at the workplace.

—It is advisable to wear a P2 filter class

breathing mask.

The regulations on the material being ma-

chined that apply in the country of use must

be observed.

» Avoid dust accumulation at the work-
place. Dust can easily ignite.

Fitting the dust extraction adapter (see fig-
ure B)

Push the dust extraction adapter onto the chip
ejector until it clicks into place.

Operation

Operating modes
» Remove the battery before carrying out
any work on the power tool.

Setting the cutting depth (see figure C)

» Adapt the cutting depth to the thick-
ness of the work- piece. A space of less
than the height of one full tooth should be
visible under the workpiece.

Loosen the clamping lever. For a smaller cut-
ting depth, pull the saw away from the base
plate; for a larger cutting depth, push the saw
towards the base plate. Adjust the desired
cutting depth at the cutting-depth scale. Re-
tighten the clamping lever.

The clamping force of the clamping lever can

be readjusted. To do so, unscrew the clamp-

ing lever and retighten it in a position offset by
at least 30° in an anticlock- wise direction.

Setting the mitre/bevel angle

We recommend that you place the power tool

down on the front side of the protective guard.

Loosen the wing bolt. Swivel the saw to the

side. Set the required mitre angle on the scale

. Retighten the wing bolt.

Note: When making mitre cuts, the cutting

depth is less than the value shown on the cut-

ting depth scale.

Cut marks

The 0° cut mark indicates the position of the

saw blade when making a right-angled cut.

The 45° cut mark indicates the position of the

saw blade when making a 45° cut.

Start-up

Inserting the battery

» Use only original P.I.T. lithium-ion bat-
teries with the voltage stated on the
type plate of your power tool. Using oth-
er batteries can lead to injuries and pose a
fire hazard.

Slide the charged battery into the foot of the

power tool from the front. Press the battery

fully into the foot until the red stripe is no lon-

ger visible and the battery is securely locked.

Switching on/off

To start the power tool, first press the lock-off

switch then press and hold the on/off switch.

To switch off the power tool, release the on/off

switch.

Note: For safety reasons, the on/off switch

cannot be locked; it must remain pressed

during the entire operation.

Protection Against Deep Discharging

The lithium-ion battery is protected against

deep discharge by the Electronic Cell Protec-

tion (ECP). When the battery is discharged,

the power tool is switched off by means of a

protective circuit: The application tool no lon-

ger rotates.

Practical advice

The width of cut varies depending on the saw

blade used. Protect saw blades against shock

and impact.

Guide the power tool evenly, pushing it gently

in the cutting direction. Applying too much

pressure to the power tool when moving it in

the cutting direction significantly reduces the

service life of the application tools and can

damage the power tool.

The sawing performance and the quality of

the cut essentially depend on the condition

and the tooth shape of the saw blade. This is

why you should only use sharp saw blades

that are suitable for the material being ma-

chined.

Sawing wood

Choosing the right saw blade depends on the

wood type, wood quality and whether cuts

with or against the grain are required.

Making cuts in spruce with the grain produces

long, spiral- shaped chips.

Beech and oak dust is especially detrimental

to health. Therefore, work only with dust ex-

traction.

Sawing with a parallel guide (see figure D)

The parallel guide allows you to make precise
cuts along the edge of a workpiece and cut
strips with the same dimensions.

Recommendations for Optimal Handling of
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the Battery

Protect the battery against moisture and wa-
ter.

Only store the battery within a temperature
range of =20 to 50 °C. Do not leave the bat-
tery in your car in the summer, for example.
Occasionally clean the ventilation slots on the
battery using a soft brush that is clean and
dry.

A significantly reduced operating time after
charging indicates that the battery has de-
teriorated and must be replaced. Follow the
instructions on correct disposal.

Maintenance and Servicing

Maintenance and Cleaning

» Remove the battery from the power
tool before carrying out work on the
power tool (e.g. maintenance, changing
tool, etc.). The battery should also be re-
moved for transport and storage. There is
risk of injury from unintentionally pressing
the on/off switch.

» To ensure safe and efficient operation,
always keep the power tool and the
ventilation slots clean.

The retracting blade guard must always be
able to move freely and retract automatical-
ly. It is therefore important to keep the area
around the retracting blade guard clean at all
times. Remove dust and chips with a paint-
brush.

Non-coated saw blades can be protected

against corrosion using a thin layer of ac-

id-free oil. Remove the oil again before saw-
ing as failure to do so will stain the wood.

Resin or glue residue on the saw blade has a

detrimental effect on the quality of the cut. You

should therefore clean saw blades straight
after use.

Dispose of waste

Damaged power tools, batteries, accessories

and waste packaging materials must be recy-

cled and reused in an environmentally friendly
manner.

2. The warranty period for the electric ma-
chine is 12 months from the date of sale,
during the warranty period the service depart-
ment eliminates manufacturing defects and
replaces parts that have failed due to the fault
of the manufacturer free of charge. In the war-
ranty repair, an equivalent operable product
is not provided. Replaceable parts become
property of service providers.

P.L.T is not liable for any damage that may be
caused by operation of the electric machine.
3. Only clean tool accompanied with the
following duly executed documents: this War-
ranty Certificate, Warranty Card, with all fields
filled out, bearing the stamp of the trade orga-
nization and the signature of the buyer, shall
be accepted for warranty repair.

4. Warranty repair is not performed in the fol-
lowing cases:

- in the absence of a Warranty Certificate and
a Warranty Card or their incorrect execution;

- with failure of both a rotor and a stator of the
electric engine, charring or melting of primary
winding of the welding machine transformer,
charging or starting-charging device, with in-
ternal parts melting, burn down of electronic
circuit boards;

- if a Warranty Certificate or a Warranty Card
does not correspond to this electric machine
or to the form established by the supplier;

- upon expiration of the warranty period;

- at attempts of opening or repair of the elec-
tric machine outside the warranty workshop;
making constructive changes and lubrication
of the tool during the warranty period, as ev-
idenced, for example, by the creases on the
spline parts of the fasteners of non-rotational
parts.

- when using electric tools for production or
other purposes connected with making a prof-
it, as well as in case of malfunctions related
to instability of the power network parameters
exceeding the norms established by GOST;

- in the events of improper operation (use the
electric machine for other than intended pur-
poses, attachments to the electric machine of
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attachments, accessories, etc. not provided
by the manufacturer);

- with mechanical damage to the case, pow-
er cord and in case of damages caused by
aggressive agents and high and low tempera-
tures, ingress of foreign objects in the ven-
tilation grids of the electric machine, as well
as in case of damage resulting from improper
storage (corrosion of metal parts);

- natural wear and tear on the parts of the
electric machine, as a result of long-term op-
eration (determined on the basis of the signs
of full or partial depletion of the specified
mean life, great contamination, presence of
rust outside and inside the electric machine,
waste lubricant in the gearbox);

- use of the tool the purposes for other than
specified in the operating instructions.

- mechanical damages to the tool;

- in the event of damages due to non-obser-
vance of the operating conditions specified in
the instruction (see chapter “Safety Precau-
tions” of the Manual).

- damage to the product due to non-obser-
vance of the rules of storage and transporta-
tion.

Preventive maintenance of electric machines
(cleaning, washing, lubrication, replacement
of anthers, piston and sealing rings) during
the warranty period is a paid service.

The service life of the product is determined
by the manufacturer and is 2 years from the
date of manufacture.

The owner is notified of any possible viola-
tions of the above terms of wa rranty service
upon completion of diagnostics in the service
center.

The owner of the tool entrusts the diagnostic
procedure to be conducted in the service cen-
ter in his absence.

Do not operate the electric machine when
there are signs of excessive heat, sparking, or
noise in the gearbox. To determine the cause
of the malfunction, the buyer should contact
the warranty service center.

Malfunctions caused by late replacement of
carbon brushes of the engine are eliminated
at the expense of the buyer.

5. The warranty does not cover:

- replacement accessories (accessories and
components), for example: batteries, discs,
blades, drill bits, borers, chucks, chains,
sprockets, collet clamps, guide rails, tension
and fastening elements, trimming device
heads, base of grinding and belt sander ma-
chines, hexagonal heads, etc.,

- fast wearing parts, for example: carbon
brushes, drive belts, seals, protective covers,
guiding rollers, guides, rubber seals, bear-

ings, toothed belts and wheels, shanks, brake
belts, starter ratchets and ropes, piston rings,
etc. Their replacement during the warranty
period is a paid service;

- power cords, in case of damage to the insu-
lation, power cords are subject to mandatory
replacement without the consent of the owner
(paid service);

- tool case.
